Community leaders also
shared struggles: from racism to the tragedies of Missing and Murdered Indigenous Womenlaiten
impacts of residential schools; daily challenges with healthcare costs exceeding incomes; and community
stances on industry in their territories: fish farms, logging, and mining, coming from a deep respect for the
environment and a desire to preserthe past and future for generations to come.
